HURRICANE MATTHEW:
MOBILISATION DES ACTEURS WASH EN HAITI
WASH WORKERS RALLY FORCES IN HAITI

Les membres du GAAC et du sous-groupe WASH de la GTFCC se
sont fortement impliqués sur le terrain en réponse a l'ouragan
dévastateur qui ravagé I'lle d'Haiti dans la nuit du 3 ou 4 octobre
derniere.

Under the authority of Haiti’s
DINEPA (National Directorate for Water Supply and Sanitation) and
in coordination with UNICEF, the Veolia Foundation’s Emergency
Water Force technicians joined other WASH (Water, Sanitation and
Hygiene), responders to provide disinfected drinking water and
sanitation facilities inside disaster zones.

Pres de 400 000 personnes ont rapidement pu bénéficier d'un
accés a une eau slire grace, notamment aux six Aquaforce 500
envoyées par la fondation Veolia, d’une capacité unitaire de 2 m3
par heure.

About 400,000 people quickly gained access to these essential
services which included six Veolia Aquaforce 500 ultrafiltration
stations flown from Paris by Air France to Port au Prince. Each
Ultrafiltration station operated at a capacity of 2 m3 per hour.
Veolia experts instructed ACTED Agency staff in operational
procedures of the water purification devices. Additional instruction
in basic hygiene practices was given to 240,000 Haitians to help
them avoid the risk of contracting cholera from drinking water that
was not disinfected!
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Selon la coordination du groupe sectoriel EPAH mis en place par la
Dinepa/Unicef, 51 partenaires dans 88 communes ont soutenu la
Dinepa dans la réponse WASH, 31 intervenaient en Eau, 28 en
Hygiene et neuf en Assainissement. Dix-huit équipes de Réponse
Rapide choléra (RRT), déja actives avant I’ouragan, ont fortement
contribué a la réponse EPAH post-ouragan. Comme lors de
précédentes interventions, la mission menée par les partenaires
WASH est soumise a évaluation. Des épidémiologistes sont sur le
terrain pour mesurer les effets de la réponse apportée.

Through these WASH focused efforts, a total of 51 NGO partners
worked in 88 municipalities in collaboration with DINEPA Rapid
Response Teams. 31, including Veolia, worked on provision of
potable water, 28 on Hygiene services, and 9 on Sanitation. 18
cholera Rapid Response Teams which were already on alert before
the hurricane, made a highly significant contribution to the WASH
focused post-hurricane response. As is customary for such field
missions, epidemiologists are evaluating the impact of the
coordinated WASH response.

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Following its work during the emergency phase, when mobile water
treatment stations were used and individual home water-treatment
procedures were reinforced, WASH workers are now fully engaged
in restoring community water treatment systems. According to
DINEPA statistics, 67 of the hundreds of destroyed or damaged
water supply networks are being repaired with funding from the
World Bank and other donors.
